Tell the story of 'me’

Young children like to know they are an
important part of the family. Assemble
pictures of the family before the baby, while
they were waiting for the baby, and when the
baby joined the family. As you look at the
pictures, tell your child stories of how excited
you were to welcome him or her into your
home.

Compile a picture book
The flip albums that come with processed
photos are perfect for this. Make copies of
photos of the child and family, and slip them
in the sleeves. Let the child turn the pages as
you talk about who is in the pictures.

Keep a scrapbook
Keep a record of a child's milestones and
activities. |t
even a calendar with comments can be a
precious keepsake.

Keyword Search in the Family
History Library Catalog

How do you search the Family History Library
Catalog? Do you use it to search for surname
books? Maybe the place your ancestor was
from? Those are great ways to find what you
need, but don't forget about keyword
searching. What could you use as a keyword?
Think about using the name of the occupation
your ancestor worked in or the name of their
church. Consider the names of the
organizations they belonged to or the military
unit they were a member of as a possibility.
Using a keyword will open up resources that
you may not have found otherwise.

Record Worthy of All Acceptation

In the effort to create family history records
that will be "worthy of all acceptation,”
anything published in a book is to be taken
with one or more grains of salt. Confirm all
data by comparing it with the original records
for birth, christening, marriage, death and
burial.

Genealogy: Focusing on
One Ancestor at a Time Keeps
the Work Simpler

When doing family history work, it's important to focus
on one ancestor, one question and one record at a
time. | refer to this as the "Power of One." Conducting
genealogy research means finding answers to
qguestions. When | first started researching my
ancestral lines, | found myself overwhelmed with
guestions | wanted to answer for each ancestor, such
as the following:
What was his nhame?
When and where was he born?
When and where did he marry?
Whom did he marry?

How many children did he have?
What were the names of the children?
Where did he live?
What type of work did he do?
To what religion did he belong?
Was he in the military?

Did he belong to any other organizations?
What did he look like?
When and where did he die?
What was the cause of death?
Where was he buried?
How can you simplify when overwhelmed by all these
questions? Here's where the Power of One is so
helpful. Start by realizing that genealogy research is a
project, and a genealogy project is completed one
individual, one question and one task at time."

When will The Records Be
Available Online?

In August 2012 the Pennsylvania State
Archives signed a contract with Ancestry.com
to have the original state birth and death
certificates that are now open records
scanned and data extracted. Scanning the
original certificates will provide the best
possible images. The contract gives exclusive
online access to Ancestry for three years,
after which the database will be moved to the
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Pennsylvania State Archives website where it
will be free to all. Unfortunately access to the
records while they are on Ancestry will require
having a subscription to Ancestry. However,
the contract does require that Pennsylvania
residents have free access to this particular
database. How that will be accomplished has
not been worked out, and they are open to
suggestions as to how all Pennsylvania
residents and only Pennsylvania residents
could have access. Also, many libraries and
research centers everywhere provide free
access to Ancestry.

The processing started on August 27, 2012,
when the first batch of records have been
transported to Ancestry's relatively close
facilities in Silver Spring, MD. They have
started with the earliest records (1906), and
after each year is complete, the following year
will then be processed. While the records are
being processed, they will not be available at
the State Archives. Ancestry is expected to
make the records available online as they are
processed and data extracted. All the records
are expected to be done within 18 months
(around February 2014). According to the
state archivist, the first patch of records are
expected to be available online in "late
summer."

The data extraction is expected to include the
dates of birth and death, parents' names,
including the mother's maiden name and
hopefully the place of birth. Using a search
engine, it will be possible to search for a
person using any one factor or combination of
factors as well as for names that are spelled
or phonetically similar. This will be especially
important to people who have surnames that
are often misspelled or spelled several ways.

While we would have very much preferred
that the records be made available online for
free to all immediately rather than after three
years, it is still much better than what we have
been dealing with for over 100 vyears.
Ancestry was apparently able to make the
best deal for the Archives, and the records will

Time-Saving Tips for Busy
Genealogists

The Time-saving Tips for Genealogists chat
at last month's Family Tree University Virtual
Genealogy Conference was especially
interesting to me, considering my recently
expanded family.

Of course | didn't have the half-hour to attend
the chat, but Virtual Conference participants
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get transcripts of all the chats, so I'm still able
to benefit from other researchers' wisdom and
share some time-saving tips with you:

Everyone agreed that organization, staying
on-task and information overload are time
drains when it comes to genealogy research.
Social media also distracts us, and catching
up after being away from research steals
time, too.

Organization was a theme. Be organized from
the start-using a research log to keep track of
your to-do list for each family line and place
you're searching really helps. At least one
participant  uses Evernoteto keep her
research log. Trello also was recommended
(especially for those who think visually).

Keep track of negative search results, too
(i.e., you didn't find the record you were
looking for) so you don't repeat the same
search. Track your online searches of
growing databases, so you can go back to
look for new results.

Schedule your genealogical research time on
your calendar, just like any other appointment
you have.

When visiting a repository, plan ahead, use
online tools (such as a library catalog and
visitor information) to prepare, and call to
verify hours, what you can bring in, etc. This
gives you more research time.

To-do list apps chatters use
include Remember The Milk, Any.do and
Wunderlist.

Sometimes getting away from home to
research is better, because you face fewer
distractions.

Set a research goal for the week (or a period
of time that works for you).
