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TEMPLE ACTIVITY FOR CHURCH
MEMBERS

I would like to try to explain the purpose of this new
statistic on the Quarterly Reports. First, a little
history. Over the past several years the number of
adult members submitting names for temple work
has remained at an average of 2.4 per cent per
ward throughout the Church. Over this period,
various things have been tried to encourage more
members to participate in the submission process.
However, there has been no increase in the
participation and has remained at around 2.4 per
cent. With the advent of Family Tree and the ability
to attach photos and documents to our ancestors, it
is hoped that more members will get involved in
family history and begin doing research and finding
those who need ordinance work. The purpose of
the statistics is to determine if members, aged 12
and up, are submitting names for temple work,
either by printing a FOR or sharing names to the
temple. One thing about the statistic, if you just
reserve a name for temple work and do not print a
FOR or share the name, it does not get counted.
There is no way to collect data to determine who is
doing research as some work with microfilm, or
other websites and may not enter information in
Family Tree. Again, the only things that can be
accurately tabulated are the names that are
submitted. If more members begin submitting
names, it would mean more are getting involved in
doing their own research.

Someone mentioned that if someone performs
temple ordinances where a friend or another family
member gives them the card, it is not counted in
the statistics. That is not correct; the person who
printed the card is the one who was counted. The
person who did the temple work did not do the
research, therefore should not be counted.

Again, the purpose of the statistic is to provide
information to the Stake President and Bishop on
how many individuals in his unit are submitting
names for temple ordinances and nothing else. It
does not show how many names are being
submitted, just how many individuals are submitting
names. In my Ward, there were 10 members who
submitted names, about 3 per cent of the members
12 and up. One was the Bishop's teenage
daughter; one was |. | am happy that she
submitted a few names. It does not bother me that
| submitted many more names than she did; | am
excited that there are a few more who are
beginning. Over the past year | have been

researching my distant relatives and entering
sources. As | find those who need temple
ordinances, | share them to the temple system, as |
will not be able to perform the work myself.

We need to remember that the purpose of family
history work is to provide temple ordinances, not to
just gather names. The Leaders of the Church
wanted a measuring stick to determine how many
members are submitting names. The end goal is to
try to encourage more members to get involved in
name submission and not name gathering. Name
gathering, although important, it is not the purpose
of the family history program. Therefore, we have
this new statistic. Sorry, if you don't think this
statistic does not provide a more detailed report,
but that is not what was desired by the Church
Leaders.

Will 'all' of the known genealogical records be
digitized in 30 years?

Will  North Korea, Yemen or some other
regional/town or other archives still be grumpy and
not allow it? Maybe. But just maybe - the record
custodians of the world will be lining up to have us
digitize their records, for free and host them for free
- as a huge cost savings to them to preserve and
make available their records.

The explanation and discussion of the 2.3%
jumping to 2.7% was also presented at RootsTech
2014 - by Elder Allan Packer and other speakers.

The 2.3% was the percentage of members who
submitted at least one name for Temple work in
2012 ... that number went up to 2.7% in 2013.

As we know - the quarterly reports now include the
number of members submitting a name for Temple
work each quarter. That number is not supplied by
the wards/stakes - it is automatically reported by
Salt Lake and simply appears in the quarterly report
with the data that is supplied by the wards/stakes.

We are now tracking two statistics each quarter:
Number of Members (adults and youth) who submit
names for Temple work; Number of converts (12
and older) who submit names for Temple work.

Emil Hanson asked how that is done -
FamilySearch knows who is submitting names for
Temple work along with the ward and stake that

they live in. The system itself then generates those
numbers - based on the actual submitter - and
reports them back to each stake.

4 - Fourth Series i This twelve volume series is a
collection of addresses, messages, proclamations,
and a very few other Papers of Pennsylvania's
Governors, 1681-1902 (chronological), with brief
biographies and portraits but with a minimum of
documentation. Edited by Dr. George Edward Reed
and issued 1900-1902.

Answers to an Often Asked Question

Relationship of Family Tree and/or a Desktop Genealogy
Program

following represents the thoughts of several

professionals on the topic:

1. In theory it would be lovely to work only on the web,
but Family Tree does not have the power that a desktop
program can give you. The same features in a desktop
program would be too costly to recreate on the web.

2. There is more security having your database under
your total control on the desktop than the web will ever

record information on living individuals. Being able to
have both the living and the dead in one family database
seems to eliminate a potential hassle and security
concerns.

3. Custom reporting is a big reason for maintaining your
own database with a desktop program.

4. In a desktop program you can have more than one
database. You can have a database with proven
research and another with those that are not. In the
research process you can come across individuals that
may be part of a family. In the desktop program you can
continue to do more research and prove your
conclusions before you add them to the Family Tree. If
instead you added your assumptions to Family Tree
while building your case, others that have access could
change your findings. It's also easier to sift, sort and
compare electronically people in your database than
online.

5. The web vs. the desktop has two different purposes
and usually two different audiences. The web is used to
attract people to genealogy, to share with others and get
them interested.

6. There are a lot of people that still are not online. When
you put your family history online, you can only share it
with family members that are online. There is a need to
be able to share in other ways. You could create
Shareable CDs or books with your family history to share
with others.

7. Desktop programs allow you to organize and analyze
your data in a particular way. You can create special
groups of people based on specific search criteria. For
example: finding everyone living during the 1940 US
Federal Census. Then you can focus your research
efforts on those individuals for that data set.

8. Life gets busy; people tend to work on their family
history in little pockets of time. Desktop programs have
To-Do Lists and Research Logs that help you manage
and track your research efforts. They help you keep

records on your thought process and what records you
have searched. You can record which records you want
to look at in the future as the impressions come to you.
These are great tools in breaking down brick walls and
furthering your research.

9. With a desktop program you can get very comfortable
knowing it's not changing on you. With a website the
company can change things really quickly and you have
no control over that.

10. One great customizing tool in the desktop program
is color-coding. You can select a specific person and
color his ancestors. If your 2nd cousin color-coded it
would be different lines. A community environment
doesn't give you that customization.

11. The desktop programs have internal record
numbers (RINs). People get used to memorizing people
in their file by record numbers. On the web that would be
very hard to wrap your head around the numbering
systems.

12. From a web developer KISS is the entire world.
Keep it Simple... the most successful websites are the
simplest ones. Desktop can go as complex and
customizable as desired. The web treats everyone as
one person. It's hard to give that customization.

13. If you have your data in a desktop program and
something happens to you, it's still on your computer
and someone can find it. If all your data is sitting up on a
company's website and that website disappears, you
don't have your data. Your data is actually safer in your
possession because you can make sure you've got
backups.

14. How many people that only used New FamilySearch
have now lost data, with the migration to Family Tree?
Not everything has been transferred over. What do they
have as a reference to make sure the records are now
correct? Do they need to manually retype all the
changes in again? Each time you retype data, you add
the element of human error while doing so.

15. As a genealogist | have experienced where | needed
to go back several years of research to an old backup to
see what it was at that period in time. You can't get that
picture in a website.

16. If you only keep your family history on Family Tree,
you are missing out on finding potential researchers
working on your lines. The more places you share your
research on the web, the greater potential you have of
finding other family members. Desktop programs allow
you to create GEDCOMs to share your data on other
websites. You can upload your database to
Ancestry.com, WorldConnect, Geni, and MyHeritage, to
name a few. You can also create your own websites with
desktop programs and host them yourself. These in turn
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can be searchable in Google were other researchers can
find you.

17. Maintaining your own database is the only way you
can be sure your data or some portion of it has not been
lost, corrupted mechanically or merged improperly.
Some temple ordinances have been lost or have choked
in the pipeline. If you have your own records on what
has been done previously, you can help FamilySearch
find the missing ordinances and restore them. If you are
dependent on FamilySearch maintaining those records,
you have nothing to fall back on.

18. When you use a desktop program to interface with
Family Tree, you will stay connected as long as you
don't close the program. On the Family Tree you will be
periodically logged out if you are inactive for even a
short period of time. Anyone that does research will
need to step away for a few minutes to consult other
resources, their research logs, or just analyze their
findings.

19. In a Desktop program you can choose colors, fonts,
display styles for names, dates and places. You can set
up your database to show in the way that will best assist
you in your tasks.

20. Desktop programs provide a variety of "Dashboard"
features for tracking your temple submissions and their
progress. It's easier to determine who still needs their
ordinances done and which have been completed. You
can manage your temple cards and record which family
members you have assigned them to.

21. Desktop programs can help keep you in touch with
living family members that are not interested right now in
family history. It can be a great tool in planning family
reunions. You can determine very easily all the living
descendants of a common ancestor. Most programs
include a way to record contact information. You can
also generate calendars showing family members
birthdays and other special events.

22. Family Tree is a great tool, but it is just not there yet

to replace the desktop programs. Maybe in another 10
years the technology, bandwidth and computing power
will evolve enough for it to do so. For now, there is still a
great need for the desktop programs. Family Tree and
the desktop programs actually need each other.

There are millions across the world who are working on
family history records. Why? Why are they doing it? |
believe it is because they have been touched by the
spirit of this work, a thing which we call the spirit of

Elijah. It is a turning of the hearts of the children to

their fathers. Most of them do not understand any real
purpose in this, other than perhaps a strong and
motivating curiosity.

| had occasion to ask about these Legacy sources while
on the phone to Salt Lake. They are from the records
people have submitted over many years in other
incarnations of programs, such as Pedigree Resource
File, etc. The old Source format in PAF, for example, no
longer aligns with the new model, so these may show up
awkwardly, but they may contain information not
available in a current database of sources, for example,
a handwritten letter. Other Legacy Sources may
duplicate what's already in FamilySearch. The
duplicates to Family Tree can be deleted, but beware:
What may look superficially like a duplicate from the
modern title setup may not be a duplicate at all. I've
found different years of census added under the general
term, census, for example. Some of these do not show
up in Family Tree due to the variant >spelling
interpretations. The advice | had was read them
carefully, leave them if they offer additional data, delete
them ONLY if they duplicate a source from Family Tree.

I, for one, am very happy to see them there. They
validate the effort of those who attempted to enter
sources without the guidelines we have now. In some
cases the submitter is no longer alive. In other cases
the submitter may be too old or overwhelmed to re-
format and re-enter what they've found in the past. Jerry

For years the only name that we had for Henry Haines'
wife was Ruth. Then | wa s doing some research in
Maryland vital statistics records and ran across a Henry
Haines marr ied to a Ruth Peacock. The birth years
matched, and | knew my Haines line had gone from
Maryland to Virginia/now West Virginia. | claimed
"Peacock" as Ruth's famil y name, but | have never
been able to link anyone with her.

Ireland — The Irish Department of Defense
has launched a collection of military service
pension records that span the years from
1916 to 1923. The first tranche contains some
10,000 files on members of the Irish
Volunteers, Citizen Army, Hibernian Rifles,
the Irish Republican Army, Cumann na mBan
and the National Army. This collection is part
of a wider program by the Irish Department of
Defense to catalogue and eventually put
online some 300,000 military service pension
files. Most of the files are expected to be
online by 1916. The collection is fairly diverse
and includes everything from letters applying
for a pension to various organizational and
membership files to basic administration files.
The pension files are particularly detailed and
list the full name of the individual, address,
date of birth, date of death, civilian
occupations, military record, military awards,
etc. The entire collection can be searched by
keyword.

Are You Registered as a Ward

Family History Consultant?
Pursuant to the agreement between
FamilySearch and Ancestry.com,
MyHeritage.com and findmypast.com, some
of the members of The Church of Jesus
Christ of Latter-day Saints are already
receiving notifications to join the three other
database programs with a free account.
Access to the free accounts is being staged
over the next few months. Some of those
who should be receiving early invitations
include Family History Consultants. Some of
the Consultants in my Ward did not yet get an
invitation, and so | decided to check to see
they were all registered as Consultants.

Each Family History Consultant should make
sure that their personal settings, located in a
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pull-down menu from your name when you
sign in to FamilySearch.org, reflect that you
want to receive email newsletters, etc. If you
are already receiving newsletters from
FamilySearch, it is likely that this selection
has already been made, but it is always a
good idea to check if it has.

In addition, the ward records in the church's
MLS program (ward records) should reflect
that you have been called as a Family History
Consultant. | found by looking at the Ward
Directory that most of the Consultants in our
ward were not listed. | contacted the Ward
Clerk in charge of maintaining the callings
and alerted him to the problem. If you are not
listed in the Directory with your calling, Ward
members cannot find you or your phone
number.

How much time should | spend
researching collateral relatives-
aunts, uncles, cousins-and what are
the benefits of tracing them?

Learning more about collateral relatives can
be fascinating, and might help get you
through brick walls in your genealogy. As you
push back in time, one generation after the
next, make note of these "sideways" relatives.
Even if you don't take the time initially to
enter cousins and siblings of your ancestors
into a genealogy software program, file away
the data and sources for future reference.

Collateral relatives can help you solve
mysteries about your direct lines in part
because these family tree branches often
overlap more than just at birth. In past
centuries, it was more common for cousins to
marry. Brothers from one family might marry
sisters from another, so identifying your great-
great-grand-uncle's spouse could offer clues
to the marriage of his brother, your ancestor.

It is kind of a process-here are the steps:

Open the person's details page.
In the Vital Information section, click the
person's death information. Click EDIT

to change the persons status from deceased
to living, follow these steps: Click LIVING
Enter a reason explaining how you know that
the person is living. Include the person's
current address if you know it
Click SAVE. A message appears in which
you can add an explanation for the system
administrator, who will review and approve
the change. Enter an  Explanation.
Click Submit. A screen appears that lists the
case number of your request.
A change request is sent to the Family Tree
system administrators. If a person's record is
changed from deceased to living, the Family
Tree Privacy Policy may prevent you from
seeing the person's record in Family Tree. If
you want the person to show on your
pedigree, add the person back into the tree.

Find-A-Record, a valuable tool and

time saver

One of the top finalists in the Developers'
Challenge at RootsTech 2014 was a program
called FindARecord.com. This program is the
perfect fit into the process of doing basic
online research in FamilySearch.org's
Historical Record Collections and in
Ancestry.com. It is a simple and useful
starting point for research, especially for new
researchers who have no idea where to start
looking for information about their ancestors.

The concept of the program is relatively
simple; you enter in the location where your
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ancestor lived and a range of dates, and the
program gathers links to online resources
pertaining to that time and location. This is a
perfect fit for those situations where someone
visits the Family History Center saying, "I
want to do genealogy but | don't know where
to start or what to do." It can also help the
experienced genealogist to know what areas
need their attention.

You can read more about it on their_blog,
watch the demo video, and try it yourself . It is
free to use.

A Look into the Future of Digital Legacy

Recently Jack and | went to
see a rather interesting science-thriller movie called
Transcendence with Johnny Depp as Dr. Will
Caster, a doctor of science (an innovator in the field
of Artificial Intelligence). He desired to bridge the
gap between man and machine. In laymen's terms,
he had created a program that would download a
monkey's brain before its death. When he retrieved
it, the program was full of monkey screeching,
which he could not interpret, but he could tell he
had been successful with the process. He was
trying to perfect the program to use for humans
when he took a nearly fatal shot from the
opposition. "But while Dr. Caster's unorthodox
experiments had made him famous in scientific
circles, a radical anti-tech group known as Rift was
determined to stop him at all costs. In the midst of
an attack on A.l. labs across the United States, one
Rift agent managed to shoot Dr. Caster with a
radioactive bullet, ensuring his death. (Fandango
synopsis)." The enemy felt that Dr. Caster was
playing God.

While Caster lay dying, his wife (Rebecca Hall) told
him she was going to download “his
consciousness" when he was close to death, and
she attempted to do that. After Caster's death, she
and a male scientist friend named Max (Paul
Bettany) began to experiment with the program,
and indeed, Johnny Depp's mind had successfully
downloaded onto the computer, and the wife was
able to make contact with his face on a monitor.
But "his hunger for knowledge and power
transformed him into an unstoppable force of
sentient energy inhabiting every computer and
electrical system on the planet (Fandango)." He
was soon able to take over all the computers in the
world, to purchase stocks and successfully trade
and sell untii he made his wife rich, and he
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instructed her to take the new-found wealth and
build a science lab in the desert. He began to heal
people, and in one part of the lab, he was growing
tissue in the form of body parts until he replicated
himself in the flesh. The rest of the movie is about
Rift and the activists' attempts to destroy Dr.
Caster's god-like power, so | will let you watch the
ending.

The next day | picked up the national edition of
Deseret News (of 11 May 2014), and | became
interested in an article called "Leaving a Digital
Legacy: Interacting with Future Generations from
Beyond the Grave." While it was not as
sophisticated as the Johnny Depp movie, | found it
quite fascinating, particularly since it related to
family history and conceivably could be available to
people within years.

The article began with these gripping thoughts:
"Imagine talking to your deceased grandmother
about the summer you spent together. Or asking a
departed Holocaust survivor about remaking his life
after enduring the horrors of Nazi labor camps.”
(Deseret News, 11 May 2014) The author Kandra
Polatis says that these scenarios may soon
become reality. "New technology, some in
development and some in use, can allow the living
to communicate with an interface that looks,
speaks, behaves and contains memories of a
deceased person, which has led some to call it
'virtual morality.™ This technology goes way beyond
the photo albums and journals we traditionally
prepare for our descendants. It is, in effect, making
a person immortal. Unlike the Depp movie, it does
not rely on the downloaded consciousness of the
deceased. The process relies on input from the
ancestor prior to his or her death.

One such program that could connect descendants
to ancestors is Eterni.me. It can curate information
from all the social media activities that a person
participates in: Facebook, e-mails, posted photos,
geographical location, and even Google Glass or
Fitbit. The user could then create an artificially
intelligent avatar or "chatbot" designed to look,
sound, and emulate the personality of the
developer. Periodically the user would interact with
this avatar, building his file for the rest of his life to
leave this "digital legacy" for his children and
grandchildren.

After the user's death, his family could use
Eterni.me with the ancestor's chatbot as a guide to
access the ancestor's information. Provided the



ancestor has supplied information and photos,
opinions, writings, and other information that
explain who he is, the descendant could retrieve
the thoughts, emotions, personality, and beliefs of
his great-great grandmother, for instance.

Another designer named Heather Maio realized the
need to make the Holocaust survivors' stories more
realistic by adding a hologram of the person. She
pushed for a collaborative project called New
Dimensions in Testimony. When taken to a school
setting, the hologram can interact with a student,
who would ask a question, and the hologram and
the stored information would respond to the
student's question as if the survivor were still alive.

This poses two major problems: older Holocaust
victims are dying off and they have difficulty sitting
and answering questions under hot lights about
emotionally stressing phases of their lives. In
addition, the software needs curt responses to
inappropriate questions, or other statements to
communicate to the questioner that the question
posed does not have an answer stored from the
original interview.

Another handicap might be that a listener might
equate the chatbot's answer to be an actual quote
from his ancestor, whereas it is an answer
simulated and created by a machine from all the
gathered information compiled on the ancestor.
Digital privacy is another issue as well as the
dissemination of "think Spam." While the digital
legacy is meant to do good, it actually could prove
harmful in some circumstances. Descendants might
receive erroneous conclusions about their ancestor
from the program. [ldeas taken from Polatis,
Kandra.

Both the movie and the article about virtual
immortality struck me as being an interesting
glimpse of the future. | can remember when the
video camera first came into the hands of the
average citizen. We were thrilled that we could
interview our ancestors and preserve their image
and thoughts for a long time. But the thoughts of
asking a question and having a deceased person
(hologram) give a reply is a scary thought.
Nonetheless, we have briliant minds who will
continue to build remarkable devices.

FamilySearch.org makes it easy for you to perform
temple ordinances for your ancestors. Below are 3
simple steps that you can use to easily find family
members to do temple work for.

The overall process has just a few simple steps:

1. Find ancestors who need temple
ordinances. You can do this in two ways:

Look on your Temple Opportunities list. If your
Temple Opportunities list contains ordinances for
you to do, the Temple tab will show a small red

If your Temple Opportunities list does not contain
ordinances that you can do, look in Family Tree.

Look for individuals whose records show the temple
icon with a green arrow. This green arrow does not
mean that a name has been cleared for temple
work. It simply indicates that this person is missing
temple ordinances and may qualify for temple work
with a little more information. Before submitting a
name to the temple, be sure to double-check and
use reliable sources to document that the
information about this person is accurate.

2. Request the ordinances. As you begin clearing
a name for ordinance work, it is important to check
to see if the work has already been done. You can
do this by first checking if there are duplicates
records for this person. Sometimes you may find
that someone else may have already created a
record for the same person and provided him or her
with temple ordinances. When that is the case, two
or more records will appear for your individual.
Check for duplicate records, and see if the temple
ordinance information already exists for him or her.
If that is the case, do not resubmit the name for
temple work.

Remember that when you request ordinances, you
commit to seeing that they get done. Reserve only
the number of ordinances you can get done in a
reasonable amount of time.

3. Take the name to the temple. If you are going
to do the ordinances yourself or give them to
someone else to do, follow these steps:

Print the Family Ordinance Request.

Take the Family Ordinance Request to the
temple, where workers can print the family
ordinance cards for you.

1 Do the ordinances. The information about
the completed ordinances is automatically
added to Family Tree.

BEWARE IF YOU GET A CALL ABOUT A PROBLEM
WITH YOUR COMPUTER. The caller does not work for
Microsoft or for any other reputable company, despite
what he claims. All he wants to do is to gain access to
your computer and possibly to your checking account
and credit card accounts. The safest thing to do is to
hang up. If you still think there is a possibility of a
problem in your computer, take it to a local expert of
your own choosing and ask for a second opinion. Never
trust any stranger who calls you on the telephone and
reports a “probl em.

The caller will undoubtedly attempt to do one of the
following:
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9 Trick you into installing malicious software that
could capture sensitive data, such as online
banking user names and passwords. He later
will charge you to remove this software.

1 Take control of your computer remotely and
adjust settings to leave your computer
vulnerable.

1 Request credit card information so he can bill
you for phony services. (Never, ever give a
credit card number to a stranger who calls you
for any reason!)

1 Direct you to fraudulent websites and ask you to
enter credit card and other personal or financial
information there.
